PR1/12/18 Apologies for Absence ACTIONS

PR2/12/18 Declarations of Interest
Clir Connell declared a personal interest in relation to any agenda items that relates to Cumbria County
Council and Eden District Council. Clir Mrs Dixon-Dougherty declared a personal interest in relation in
any agenda item that relates to the Environment Agency.
PR3/12118 Actions from the Previous Minutes
There were no outstanding actions from the previous minutes in respect of this meeting.
PR4/12/18 Chairman’s Report
There was no Chairman’s Report in respect of this meeting.
PRS/12/18 Historic England: Moot Hall: Invitation to Comment
The Committee noted Historic England's invitation to comment on the revised listing of the Moot Hall. The
Clerk advised that following discussions it was not anticipated that the revised listing would result in a
change to the rating and that the building would remain listed as II*. The revision of the listing was largely
to provide more detail following publication of Marion Barter's Significance Report. It was agreed that the
Council was supportive of the revised listing.

The Clerk advised that the final report was not available as it needed to include the final drawing and
would provide a complete summary of the process. Councillors were disappointed with the final drawing
and felt that it did not reflect the feedback from the public consultation or any of the drawings which had
been presented to date. It was RECOMMENDED that Crosby Granger Architects be requested to re do
the drawing to reflect the changes previously agreed following the public consultation and Councillors’ one
to one sessions.
PR7/12118 Councillors’ reports and items for future agendas
Clir Stephenson asked who was responsible for the black and white posts at various locations around the
town. The Clerk advised that they were the responsibility of Eden District Council. Clir Stephenson stated
that there is a growing number that are rotten and require replacing.
